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Welcome to the two year old classroom!   Karen Miller, author of several books about toddlers and two year olds, writes that, “All toddlers and two year olds deserve loving, consistent care.  They have a right to greet the world eagerly and with confidence.  They need a safe and healthy place to grow where they can learn social and intellectual skills—a place where they can receive pleasure from the ideas of others, and where their own ideas are valued.  Most of all, they deserve a place where they can PLAY because it is through play that children learn and develop a sense of who they are.”  We are glad your two year old will be a part of our room where not only they will grow and develop but also where they will see the love of Jesus reflected in their environment.

The two year old room is an active room.  The classroom is designed around center areas including housekeeping, work bench, blocks, books, dress-up, cars, art, sensory activities and more.  Both listening to music and singing songs is a big part of our day.  Besides story time and Jesus time, we read books throughout the day.  Children have the opportunity to climb, go down slides, run, play with balls and have the use of riding toys on the playground and the action room during inclement weather.  Children will need to wear tennis shoes or soft sole shoes with backs for playground and the variety of gross motor activities we do each day.

Your child will have an individual cubby, cot, and a file folder for sending home important papers and art work.  Each day you will sign your child in on the sign in sheet and fill out a report card for your child.  At the end of the day you will receive that report card with information on sleeping, eating, diaper changing and the activities that your child participated in.  

Please bring hat and gloves during the winter and sunscreen in the summer.  We ask that you apply sunscreen in the morning before coming to school and we will re-apply in the afternoon.  Please bring diapers and wipes, and be sure your child has a seasonal change of clothes at school.  Children may bring a blanket and a stuffed animal for naptime.  Please mark all of your child’s belongings with their name.

If it is necessary to administer non prescription medicine, CMCCC will need written authorization from your pediatrician with medication name, dosage, dates and times to be administered.  A medicine form must be filled out for all medication and handed to a staff member.   All medication needs to be taken home daily. 
Our days are filled with fun and interesting activities to aid in your child’s social, physical, motor, emotional and cognitive development.  On the back of this letter is a schedule of our day.

Thank you for your cooperation and we look forward to knowing and loving your child.
