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Welcome to Mrs. Sue's room also known as the Fish room.  Our goal is to provide a Christ centered environment for your child.  Each day will include a variety of fine and gross motor activities, language arts, math, science and creative imaginative play.  Children learn through play and incorporating activities with a central theme.  Each day's play involves teacher supervised centers where children participate in hands-on learning activities. Children are encouraged to be creative and work independently. Jesus is also part of our day, children learn that Jesus loves them and forgives them.  We pray to start our day, before we eat, and before our rest time. I have included a list of some of the prayers that we say.

You will be given a monthly calendar with the themes for the month, reminders, specials (birthdays, field trips, etc...) and a look ahead to the next month’s activities. You will also receive a weekly lesson plan. Once a month we will have a "cooking" day where we ask the children to bring in an ingredient and we will make the food and have everyone try it.  I have found that they are willing to try new and different food if they help to prepare the food.  Please let me know if your child has any allergies.  We also take walks around the building and talk about the things we see on our walks, we watch the changes in the flowers and the trees with the changing seasons.  In the spring we go to the plant store in the parking lot and Mrs. Mary talks to us about plants and flowers.  In the summer we walk to Cold Stone ice cream for a special treat.

Your child will have a cubby, cot, and file folder for sending home information or special artwork. Please make sure your child has a seasonal change of clothes in their cubby, in the winter make sure they have hat and gloves, in summer they will need sunscreen.

Children may bring a small pillow, blanket, and a soft cuddly for nap time. Please make sure that your child's name is on everything.

Children need to wear socks and tennis shoes as we do a variety of gross motor activities each day.  Shorts must be worn under dresses and skirts.

Our days are filled with fun and interesting activities to aid in your child's social, physical, motor, emotional and cognitive development.

On the back of this letter is a schedule of our day I do ask that you remember that I have 3-4years olds and times are subject to change.
